SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY
Dear Parents,
Fairmount Park Elementary has a mandatory uniform policy and all students must arrive to school in
uniform every day. Please review this policy with your child and then return the signed portion to your
child’s teacher. Thank you for your cooperation.
The uniform policy is as listed below:
DRESS CODE
e Navy Blue or Khaki slacks, shorts, skirts, or jumpers
(No sweatpants, leggings, cargo pants, jeans, sleeveless tops, or baggy clothing. All
bottoms must be khaki or navy blue.) If girls wear stockings, they must be white, navy
blue or black and must cover the foot.
e All shirts must have a collar, with buttons, and must be white, navy blue, or light blue,
(The shirt may not have designs or contrasting colors.)
e School spirit shirts can be worn on Fridays only
e  Shirts must be tucked in at all times
e Students who wear shorts or pants with loops must wear a belt
e Shoes must be black, brown, or white. Sneakers must be worn at P.E. each day.
e Jackets/Sweaters for inside wear must be white, navy blue, light blue, or black
e Jackets for outside wear may be of any color.
All other requirements of the dress code from the Pinellas District’s Student Code of
Conduct remain the same.
COMPLIANCE PROCEDURES:

First Offense: There will be a teacher/student conference as to why the student is not in uniform. A
letter of notification on non-compliance will be sent home. The letter must be signed and returned to
the classroom teacher.

Second Offense: Student will be referred to the office for a uniform conference. A mandatory parent
contact will be made to remind parents of the uniform requirement. A second reminder letter from the
office will be sent home to be signed and returned to an administrator.

Third Offense: A mandatory parent contact will be made by the social worker or administrator to
remind parents of the uniform requirement.

Fourth Offense: Final parent conference to include input from the Director of School Operations to
discuss an administrative transfer to school where uniforms are not required.
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
