The SBLT meetings occur every Tuesday from 8:45a.m.-9:45a.m. in the Student Services room. The recorder will keep detailed minutes
of each meeting and send via email to all members within 48hrs. A hard copy of the minutes will be maintained by the SBLT recorder
in a binder to be kept in the Guidance Counselor’s office. The SBLT also meets with each grade level team at least three times per year
to review academic and behavioral data.

After developing the SIP, a subcommittee of the SBLT including: principal, assistant principal, RTI Coach & Literacy Coach will meet to
continue completion of the SIP. The SBLT reviewed and modified the master schedule to include common planning time for grade level
teams as well as a walk to intervention block for grades 1 &2. Resource maps were developed by the SBLT so as to provide guidance
with instructional strategies/intervention options for potential barriers. The four problem solving steps will be utilized to develop and
implement the SIP: problem identification, problem analysis, instruction/intervention design, and response to intervention/program
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Describe the data source(s) and the data management system(s) used to summarize data at each tier for reading, mathematics, science,
writing, and behavior.

Tier 2 interventions will be considered effective if 80% of students are on target for meeting benchmark. Florida Assessment for
Instruction in Reading (FAIR) will be utilized as ongoing progress monitoring to measure effectiveness of Tier 2 interventions. PCS
Portal will be utilized to manage student data school wide. The responsibility for entering, aggregating/disaggregating, and/or displaying
data for academics has yet to be determined. The responsibility of behavior data falls to the assistant principal. The SBLT will distribute
data results at faculty meetings every other month following data reviews. Parents will be informed of data at SAC meetings at least
twice a year.

The SBLT will utilize the PS/RTI Beliefs Survey & Perception of PS/RTI Skills Survey to assess current levels of consensus & problem
solving skills within the school building. This data will be presented and analyzed during regularly scheduled SBLT meeting time.
Professional development activities will be provided. Skills will be introduced to the entire staff by SBLT during faculty meetings.
Follow-up professional development will occur during PLC’s. PS/RTI Beliefs and Perception of PS/RTI skills Surveys will be used

to evaluate effectiveness of professional development efforts.

Your child may be eligible to receive Supplemental Educational Services —SES (free tutoring) for the 2010-2011 school year. The Pinellas
County School District is responsible for the cost of the tutoring. It is free to the families that are eligible. For your child to be eligible,
he/she must qualify for free or reduced price lunch and attend a Title I school that failed to make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for two
or more years. Because your child’s school has not made AYP for two or more years, the school has been identified as a School in Need

The free tutoring program has been offered to parents
and students at designated schools since 2004. Pinellas County has had a huge response from parents each year for SES. The district has
had to prioritize students based on academic need for the past two years because demand for the program has surpassed the limited funds
allocated for the program. Students with the greatest learning needs based on FCAT and other district assessments will be enrolled
first. Please remember that parents are responsible for transportation to and from the tutoring sessions. The number of tutoring sessions
varies according to each provider’s hourly rate.

Please review the information in the
tutoring list and choose two tutoring companies who can best serve your child.

2. An application form. Indicate your first and second choices on the application form and return it to your child’s school or the Title I
